Frequently Asked Questions
What is CEDP?

CEDP, the College Educator Development Program is a teacher training program coordinated by a group of representatives from six Southwestern Ontario Colleges: Mohawk College in Hamilton, Conestoga College in Kitchener, Lambton College in Sarnia, Fanshawe College in London, Niagara College in Welland, and St. Clair College in Windsor.  It helps to prepare newly-hired faculty for their classroom teaching assignments. 
The program offers an opportunity for new teachers to develop and practice skills in a supportive environment. Through its residential nature (teachers live in the college’s student dorm) and team structure, the program fosters support for new teachers and encourages ongoing discussion of teaching ideas, current trends, experiences, challenges and successes for experienced teachers.

Is CEDP mandatory?

The six Southwestern Ontario Colleges have made completion of the three Phases of CEDP a mandatory requirement for all newly hired full-time faculty. 
When is the program offered?
The three Phases are completed over three calendar years or two academic years: Phase 1 in August, Phase 2 the following year in May, and Phase 3 the following year in June (The probationary period for new full-time faculty).
Can I do two sessions in one summer?

No, we all know that it takes time and practice to become a good teacher. Each phase builds on the one before. It is understood that through personal reflection and teaching experience you will grow each year and have different developmental needs. 
Can I attend if I am teaching part-time?
Historically, CEDP has been a development program primarily for new full-time faculty. In coordination with the CEDP Steering Committee, each college determines how many faculty can begin Phase One each year. Space and budget constraints make it impossible for all colleges to include part-time teachers on a regular basis. Typically if there are spots for part-time faculty, your college’s PD department will contact the Academic manager/Chair for recommendations.
I have to teach one day of a Phase. What should I do?
Please consult with your Academic manager/Chair and your college’s Steering Committee representative. You will need to re-schedule your other commitment if possible. 
I am a librarian/counselor. Do I need to attend?

Please discuss this with your Academic manager/Chair. CEDP is a great opportunity for you to get to know faculty and what is involved in their teaching and how you can support the classroom environment in your role. 
Where is CEDP held?
CEDP is rotated among the six participating colleges in the Western region.  You should be able to visit three colleges over the two years.  
If live near the host campus, do I still stay in residence?
Yes, we would like you to treat this as a conference away from home and have you experience life as a college student.  We reserve accommodations in the residence for all participants regardless of where he/she lives.  Staying in residence with faculty from all six colleges creates opportunities for sharing, networking, and camaraderie. If you have a special circumstance that prevents you from staying in the residence, please discuss it with your Steering Committee representative, so that we won’t pay the extra costs.
Will I be able to access the internet?
Yes, arrangements will be made to make this possible during down time.
Do I need to bring extra money or is everything covered?
Everything is covered in terms of food, accommodation, and entertainment at CEDP. You will want to have a bit of extra cash if you decide to make a purchase at the cash bar during the evening entertainment.
Is there a dress code/recommended attire for the conference?

Please dress casually and comfortably. Shorts and t-shirts, jeans etc. are fine. Bring a sweater in case the AC is cool during a workshop.

Is mileage paid?

Compensation for mileage is the responsibility of your home college. Typically CEDP mileage is the distance for one return trip from your home to the host college. We encourage you to carpool. Ask your steering committee member how to submit a mileage claim. When CEDP is held at your home college (your regular place of work) mileage is not paid.  
Do I take these days as Professional Development days or working days?
Please confirm with your Academic Manager/Chair, most colleges consider these professional development days. 
I have a BEd (or other teacher training). Do I need to attend CEDP?
Yes, CEDP is especially designed to cover topics that are unique to college teaching.  So each phase includes elements that help you to be successful in your teaching assignments at college. 
I have been teaching part-time at the college and am now full-time. Do I need to attend CEDP?
Congratulations on your full-time appointment! CEDP takes into account the varied teaching experiences of individuals from novice to more experience.  So, at each phase there is a range of workshops from which to choose. In general CEDP is a great opportunity for you to consolidate old skills, develop new ones and network with colleagues from the western region colleges.
